Old Business
1) MSA projects 
· E. 2nd St not yet finished, Wood Excavating has not been responding, MSA is attempting to contact them. 
· West St water main project will be getting lined up.

2) Budget: Going to public hearing on November 30th.

3) LRIP monies:

· City has to spend double the amount in order to receive money.
· Motion by Breitenbach/Weiss to put 1 ½ inch hot mix asphalt overlay on Daisy and Siesta in 2018 and put a chip and fog seal on Timmy Ave, Shirley Lane, Lake Shore Dr, and Lake St in 2019. Motion carried. 

4) Sidewalk repairs:

· List has been sent to County to be put on tax roll, one owner paid City directly.

5) School Zone signage:

· Kohnke handed out pictures, spoke with Chief of Police they feel best to offer to split cost with school with an agreement that the school takes care of the signs. Kohnke will speak with Chief and school.
6) (Meeting last month did not have motion to go into closed session: committee redid process with motion in order to make sure closed session was legal) The committee went into closed session under state statute 19.85(1)(c) “considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility”

7) Motion by Utke/Breitenbach to return to open session under section 19.85(2) Motion carried. 

8) Budget Revision: The revision will be published & moved over within the week. 
· Discussion on paint chipping on Kohnke’s truck.

New Business
1) CD Money: There is money in the dam fund under misc. 

· Discussion on paint machine: will trade use with other municipality for use of Montello’s street sweeper.

· Motion by Utke/Weiss to CD $10,000 in dam fund. Motion carried.

2) Seatbelts: Streich reminded all Public Works employees to wear seatbelts at all times.

3) Wastewater Discharge Permit: Kohnke discussed new 7 year permit with regulations. Only change is phosphorus limits: may have to use more chemical or get a bigger pump in order to reach new limits. Limit is 1.0 now – will be 0.23 by year 2025. Currently working on lowering, will know more in the next 3-4 months.

4) Water Department Sanitary Survey: Kohnke handed out copies
