· E. 2nd St is finished

2) West Street Water main:
· Pre-construction meeting set up for 4-19-18 with Egbert and MSA. Project will start after Fish-n-Fun. 

· Discussion on leak on E. Montello St – will try to tie into timing of this project. 
3) Private Well Permitting:
· Have been contacted by some people with wells to set up appointments, still waiting to hear from some.

· Will set up inspections/permitting as soon as weather permits.

4) Signage of Business during Road Construction:
· Businesses have been given information.

· Permits are through DOT and available on DOT website.

5) Old High School/Property

1) Water Tower Antennas Lease Agreement
