1) Private Well Permitting

1) Phone line in City Garage
· There was a line in garage that had not been cancelled through Frontier at the time of the Charter switch over. It is now cancelled.
2) Boat Landings in City

· Concrete at Montello Lake boat landing is breaking up. 

· Discussion on options for repair and grants. Kohnke will look into.

· Weiss suggested talking to Lake District.

· Discussion on launch fee. Lake District currently has donation box and would be open to having a launch fee.

3) Engineering Costs

4) Underwood Ave Mailboxes (after 2019 project)
