· Power poles for Underwood project have started to go up.
New Business:
1) DNR letter for phosphorus removal from wastewater department

· Strand has been working with the city, obtaining samples and getting information for the DNR. They have written the letter to the DNR about the City’s plans for phosphorus removal in the future if needed. 
· DNR & EPA may be changing phosphorus level limits – if they go up city will not need to add on to sewer plant.

· Discussion on soaps, testing and current removal process.

· This report gives the city 2 years to get to current limits.

· Motion by Jackman/Utke to approve letter to DNR. Motion carried. 
2) Snow and Ice removal on sidewalks
