Some discussion on West St dance: planning on keeping that location. 1) Vehicle Registration fee:

2) 2019 Underwood Ave, West Montello Street road construction: 
· Kohnke had emailed committee members a map & spec sheet.

· Bids go out first part of January and will be accepted at January meeting.
3) Snow and Ice removal on sidewalks: 
· Code has been enforced for 2 snowfalls. Kohnke went over process & stated seems to be working good.

· Each member got a copy of different examples of some new procedures and will discuss more at next meeting.
