Motion by Kozlowski/Schrimpf to approve comp time/monthly reports. Motion carried.
Old Business
1) Discussion with possible action on 3M recycle center operations
· GFL not accepting contract termination letter. Kohnke is working on contacting headquarters. Waste Management containers are in place & GFL containers are not being used.
2) Update on the future Park Street reconstruction project
· Kohnke discussed plans from MSA. MSA will come to February meeting to discuss and show initial layout of the future project
· Park St done in 2006 – however was not done properly for the road to last.
New Business:
1) Discussion with possible action on planting of Christmas Tree in Daggett Park
· Discussion on having park board to work with Daggett’s to plant a Christmas tree to avoid struggle of finding & hauling a tree every year. 
· Discussion on if ground at park will hold tree since there isn’t a lot of soil there before the granite rock - current tree sits in a steel cylinder in a hole dug in the ground.
2) Discussion with possible action on purchase of New Compact Utility Tractor
· Discussed bids, costs, financing & payments. – S/W accounts able to cover some if needed.
· Discussed options on new tractor and old 1940’s Oliver tractor. New compact tractor can be used in more applications across all city departments all year long where the Oliver was limited.  
· Discussed interest rates & monthly payments. Kubota has 0% for 60 months, John Deere is at 3.1% for 60 months, and city’s current financials are around 2%
· Discussed selling of old tractor. Mike stated that the Oliver will be sold as soon as new tractor is delivered and setup
· Discussed financing – all finance decisions will be discussed with Treasurer, first decide which tractor to purchase.

· Motion by Streich/Schrimpf to purchase Kubota L4760 with cab for $48,500.00. Motion carried.
3) Discussion with possible action on Purchase of Sludge Tank mixer for WWTP
· Current mixer is not working properly – mixer is needed in the operation of the plant & is custom to the tank size and application.
· Crane bid is higher & will take longer to get mixer – however they will provide a rental at no cost. With the plant being down the mixer for 3 weeks now and looking at another 8-10 weeks the rental unit is going to be a great thing to have. The Rental is only available to people that purchase through Crane. 

· Discussed available funds in sewer depreciation fund to help pay for mixer. Remainder will come from sewer account.
· Discussed installation – PW employees able to install.
· Discussed rebuilding option – mixer was built in and installed 1999. If able to be rebuilt, it will be kept as a backup.

· Motion by Knutson/Schrimpf to purchase mixer from Crane Engineering for $11,538.00. Motion carried.
4) Discussion with possible action on installing charging station for E-Vehicles
· Charging station idea had been brought up at recent council meeting

· Kohnke has spoken with MSA about costs – station alone is $5,000 – $7,000, but the more options the higher the cost. Depending on location, power source, and overall construction price can range from $15,000 to $30,000 for complete installation.
· Discussed options of charging customers.

· Discussed power supply – city hall does not have ability to supply the amount of power needed, so station would have to be wired off a direct line somehow.

· Discussed if gas stations might plan on installing – not in plans at the moment.

· Mayor Houdek stated would like to see what the federal gov puts in infrastructure bill to possibly help with this cost. 

· City will get more information from MSA and look into for future.

· Discussion on current demand for charging station.
Citizen Comments: Knutson asked about fallen branches from recent windstorm – wondered if city had anything to pick them up. Kohnke stated it would have to be done by hand.
