Old Business
1) Discussion with possible action on sewer department operations
· Discussed applicant that was offered job to start Jan 2nd, Scott Hunter accepted position, will start in January.
2) Discussion with possible action on 2026 budget
· Budget hearing tomorrow, no new updates today.

New Business:
1) Discussion with possible action on Sealed Bid opening for Sale of City Property

· Streich opened bid received: $71,250.00 from Jared Abbrederis. Motion by Streich/ Faulkner to accept bid. Motion carried.

2) Discussion with possible action on January 2024 Hydro Dam inspection
· Went over results received in October from Jan 24 inspection. Under water inspection still needs to be done. City will need plans to fix erosion under spillway by 2034. Next inspection will be end of 2026. Discussed lake draw down, would be best to do draw down & repairs at the same time. Discussed owner vs city components. Discussed costs & grants.
3) Discussion on AT&T water tower rent payments and projects 

· AT&T overpaid city for agreement for antennas on top of water tower. There is a new agreement in place reflecting paying back overpayments – city will continue to get yearly payments at lower rate and will not raise, this will make up for previous overpayments. If they AT&T does upgrades any costs that would go to the city will subtract from overpayments. Once overpayments paid back, rent & projects will go back to higher rates. 
4) Discussion on 2027 WisDOT Church Street Project 

· Still on track. Kohnke reached out to MSA to see if there are areas city is able to cut costs. MSA looking into options. Discussed main sewer & water lines. Discussed sand issue on Ash St – not included in this project, can look into city having fixed at same time. Discussed city’s options & ordinances. Will send 3rd certified letter of notice to owner of property where issue is caused. 
5) Discussion with possible action on bigger school Stop sign by Trailer Park

· Discussed where bus stops by mobile home park and signs on highway. Police officers have stated there’s been an issue. Kohnke will reach out to DOT. Schrimpf will also have it put on Public Safety agenda.

6) Discussion with possible action on Advanced 5 Ton weight limit signs for Park Street

· Kohnke has reached out to DOT about these signs & has not heard back yet. Committee would like signs before the turn onto Park St. warning of weight limit. Kohnke will look into tying in with future project or earlier.

7) Discussion on Sewer and Water Accounting 

· Streich would like to have future treasurer have sewer & water accounts separated from general account. 
Citizen Comments: Knutson asked about fire truck payments and well #3. Discussed sewer operator hiring.
