Citizen Comments: Knutson asked about 2020/21 road project payment: attorney is taking care of. Discussed CD money. 
Old Business
Discussed 2027 WisDOT Church Street Project. No parking is starting March 1st for marking. Discussed minimal savings to not have sewer lines done. Discussed loan options. Discussed some project details. Motion by Streich/Faulkner to ok shut down parking lanes starting March 1st, 2027.
Discussed contact with owner of Family Dollar about erosion issue on Park St from storm water. Final notice certified letter going out next week. 
Discussed 2019 Underwood Ave payments to WisDOT. Attorney has all information and will be working on this. Discussed possible options. Discussed sinking manholes.
New Business:
Discussed 2026 Hydro Dam inspection contract. Granite dam must be inspected in 2026 Motion by Dufour/Knutson to go with MSA for $4200.00 for inspection. Motion carried.
Discussed 2025 WWTP Compliance Maintenance Annual Report. Waiting on financial information to complete report. Will have resolution for July council meeting. Discussed report details. This report is done every year required by DNR.
Discussed drinking water Consumer Confidence Report. Will be published and available. By June 30th. Discussed water testing.
Discussed movement of downtown bench locations. Public Works will move if ok with committee. Discussed ADA & current locations. Motion by to Knutson/Faulkner to approve moving bench from in front of Kathleen’s bakery to in front of Democratic party office. Dufour expressed concerns. Motion carried 2/3
Discussed Montello Lake Boat Landing responsibility. City has maintained boat landing but was always told was not city property. Discussed boat landing ownership. Kohnke would like to verify. He will check with register of deeds. Discussed donations. Discussed maintenance, city pushes concrete back after winter & adds patch or gravel. Committee would like to verify ownership to know if it is city responsibility. Discussed boat launch fee possibility. 
Discussed downtown green space progression. Working with muralist & Hardel family for mural on building. Panel of fence is being left out until mural done for equipment to be able to get in. H&H will approve but will represent Montello. Discussed donations for mural. Discussed getting picnic tables installed once mural is done. Plan to have completed by end of summer. Discussed maintenance. Discussed concrete: will be a 5-foot path to picnic table areas for ADA compliance, 3 picnic tables were donated & one is ADA compliant. Discussed fixing concrete after project is completed in case any more damage occurs.
Discussed water metering for FD and City Hall. Discussed water usage and heat at city hall building. Discussed meter installation and plumbing for building. Trucks are filled and washed with hydrant which is not metered. Discussed costs to separate meters and plumbing and meter cost on hydrant. Fire department reports bulk water each year for write off for PSC report. Utilities are currently split 50/50, Joint Fire committee is asking if able to split according to usage. Kohnke will get more information before next Joint Fire District meeting. 
Other: discussed school bus stop sign on Main St., State decided not to pay for flashing lights.
